Approval Pending at the July 2009 CPE Business Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Chair Cindi Koh-Knox at 3 p.m. who next asked all attendees to introduce themselves.
Minutes from the last business meeting were approved.

Section reports: 

· Program Committee, Michael Simeone , Chair, thanked the committee (Nancy Fjortoft, Ginger Scott, Kathy McCartney, Mike Rouse) for their outstanding work. 
· Nominations, Anita Young, Chair, thanked the committee (Ed De Simone , Kristin Janke) and reported that one nominee has been identified: Michelle Katsiyiannis from St. Louis College of Pharmacy. Anita opened the floor for additional nominations. With none forthcoming, Anita noted that two nominees are preferred. 

Recommendations:

· Future Planning Committee, chaired by Carriann Richey (members: Michel Disco, Bob Hamilton, Mark Malesker, Ginger Scott, Michael Wincor) reported on the needs assessment that they conducted. There were 30 respondents with the majority coming from hospital rather than community pharmacists. The most commonly reported needs were in the areas of active learning, especially web-based, ACPE guidelines, and funding. Interest in coordinating tools among section members was noted. For example, a generic needs assessment tool that could be used nationally was discussed. Respondents also reported the need to have CE in modules that could be geared to different levels and available throughout the day at national meetings. 
Recommendations:

· Awards Committee. Chair, Karan Dawson, thanked the committee (Al Hansen, Jennifer Bosworth). One nomination was received but failed to fully meet all time line and nomination requirements. Karan suggested that the nomination materials be retained for consideration by next year’s Awards Committee. 
· Resolutions: Chair, Art Wharton, (members: Katherine Smith, Steve Caiola) reported that no resolutions were identified.

· Scholarship: Alla Marks, Chair (members: Carol Balmer, Lisa Barnes, Coraluyn Becker-Trewet, Kristin Janke), reported that seven abstracts were received. Six were accepted. Abstracts need to be in the proper format. 

Recommendations: 
1. Please follow guidelines to avoid causing difficulties for AACP.

2. Develop an on-line abstract submission format for abstracts.

· ACPE Liaison: Kristin Witherspoon-Wilson, Chair, (members: Bob Bennett, Mike Dunphy, Anna Legreid Dopp, Michelle Katsiyiannis) led discussion, which included the following points. 
It would be helpful if ACPE could provide sample assessment tools that assess learning rather than satisfaction

Home study courses can be abused when users provide answers to others. Could ACPE help by offering information about how to provide answers and avoid sharing (cheating)?
Evaluating each learning objective: Testing comprehension or outcomes of each learning objective is not necessary. However, all program objectives need to be listed on the course evaluation form for participants to indicate their perceptions about whether the objectives were met. If an ojbective is not met, participants should explain why the objective was not met.
ACPE believes that assessment of learning is up to the individual provider. The provider determines how to assess learning, not ACPE.

Dimitra noted that program evaluations are based on perceptions. Documentation of learning is a requirement effective 2009.

ACPE has offered to have two members from the CPE section serve on their 2009 planning committee. There will be new provider workshops about the new standards. The programming will try to accomodate not just new providers but also seasoned providers.

The discussion also noted that accreditation for pharmacy technicians needs to be considered carefully. One person opined that 25% of pharmacy technician programs should not have been approved.

· Web/Communications: Linda Norton and Ruth Bruskiewitz Co-Chair the committee. Ruth reported that progress was slow this year as the current AACP priority is to update its major sites and not section sites. The section needs to contact David Temple who built the section web site. David has retired but Steve Caiola may have David’s contact information.
Anita asked about the possibility of creating a section blog. Al Hansen asked to have the committee get a commitment from AACP for when the section website could be updated.

The committee reports were concluded. Chair Koh-Knox asked further comments. There were none.

Old Business: None.

New Business: 

· Cindi reported that the Council of Sections has a new section: Experiential Education. At the April Council and Leadership meeting, our section leadership (Cindi Koh-Knox, Mike Simeone, and Karan Dawson) met with the Experiential Section’s new chair and chair elect to discuss potential collaboration on programming for next year’s AACP meeting in Boston. All concluded that both sections should work together to create programming related to preceptor development and training.

· Cindi also reported that the Council of Sections needs nominations for the Council Sectrary position. Send Cindi the name and a short bio to nominate some one or yourself.

· Information about progress of the CPD pilot project was requested. It was noted that North Carolina is continuing with portfolios for their pharmacists but they have not completed final evaluation criteria. Pilot project pharmacists have volunteered to review portfolios.

· Who could serve on the ACPE conference planning committee was discussed. Anita Young and Carriann Richey volunteered.

· Program topics for next year were identified and discussed.

1. Discussion regarding outcomes of the implementation of the new ACPE guidelines. What problems are occurring? What opportunities are identified?

2. Incorporating active learning into teaching (this was also the number 1 need the section survey identified)

3. CPD as a teacher seminar topic

4. Learning assessment techniques

5. How to give answers so that only the registrant benefits
6. Do a special session with Experiential Education section

7. How to show value of live programming versus on-line (value is thought to be active learning versus on-time assessment)

8. Preceptor development and outcomes

9. Standard 26 re faculty development. How to prepare faculty and incorporate CPD school-wide.
