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The Graduating Student Survey was available for online access in the AACP Centralized Survey System on March
1,2010. As of July 2010, 92 out of 99 (92.9%) colleges and schools of pharmacy graduating students in 2010
administered the survey to their students. A total of ten thousand and five hundred (10,500) graduating students
were invited to complete the survey. Seven thousand, four hundred and ninety-six (7,496) graduating students
submitted the survey for a total response rate of over seventy-one percent (71.4%). Response rates per school
ranged from 9.3 percent to 100.0 percent.
