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The Faculty Survey was available for online access in the AACP Centralized Survey System on March 7, 2011. As of
July 2011, 79 out of 123 (64.2%) colleges and schools of pharmacy administered the survey to their faculty. Three
thousand, seven hundred and twenty-three (3,723) faculty were invited to complete the survey. Two thousand, six
hundred and ninety-one (2,691) faculty submitted the survey for a total response rate of over seventy-two percent
(72.3%). Response rates per school ranged from 25.0 percent to 100.0 percent. For more information regarding this
summary report or the administration of the survey, please contact Danielle Taylor, research manager (dtaylor@aacp.org).
