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Pharmacy Demand Report (PDR) Executive Summary 
 

4th Quarter 2022 
 

This is the executive summary of the Pharmacy Demand Report (PDR) 
for the fourth quarter 2022.  An overview of the PDR can be found online. 
 

Pharmacists 

There have been 68,988 job postings for pharmacists through the fourth quarter 
2022, compared with 62,051 job postings for pharmacists through the same period 
in 2021.  Highlights for pharmacist job postings for 2022 include: 

• 15,169 job postings were reported for the first quarter, 17,590 postings 
were reported for the second quarter, 18,867 were reported for the third 
quarter, and 17,362 were reported for the fourth quarter; 

• The highest number of job postings continue to be in the southern part of 
the country, followed by the west, midwest, and northeast; 

• California has the highest number of job postings (7,792), followed by 
Texas (4,238), Florida (4202), and New York (3,029).  Puerto Rico (65) 
and Wyoming (162) hds the lowest number of job postings; 

• New York-Newark was the MSA with the highest number of job postings 
for all four quarters.  The MSAs with the highest number of job postings 
in the first and second quarters also included Chicago and Los Angeles.  
The MSAs with the highest number of job postings in the third and fourth 
quarter included Los Angeles and Boston; and 

• The highest number of postings for this quarter were for the Retail 
Pharmacist position (41,433) followed by Clinical Pharmacist position 
(13,291), the Other Pharmacist Occupations category (7,425), Hospital 
Pharmacist position (3,501), and Pharmacy Director position (3,338).

Pharmacy Technicians 
 

There were 153,715 pharmacy technician job postings through the fourth quarter 
2022, compared with 150,968 job postings for pharmacy technicians through the 
same period in 2021.  Highlights for pharmacy technicians for 2022 include: 

• 38,828 job postings were reported for the first quarter, 38,981 were 
reported for the second quarter, 38,379 were reported for the third quarter 
and 37,527 were reported for the fourth quarter; 

• The highest number of job postings continue to be in the southern part of 
the country, followed by the midwest, west, and northeast;  

• California has the highest number of job postings (16,548), followed by 
Texas (12,451), Florida (10,527), and Ohio (6,835).  Puerto Rico (31) and 
Wyoming (225) had the lowest number of job postings;  

• New York-Newark had the highest number of job postings for the first, 
third and fourth quarters. For the first and third quarters, the top MSAs 
included New York, Chicago, and Los Angeles.  For the second quarter, 
the top MSAs included Los Angeles, New York, and Chicago, and the 
fourth quarter top MSAs included New York, Los Angeles, and Chicago. 
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Pharmacy Demand Report Revision 
 

A change has been implemented in the generation of the pharmacist data contained in the Pharmacy 

Demand Report (PDR).  When the PDR was initiated in 2020, all pharmacist postings were generated 

with a filter requiring “Pharmacist License” to be included.  During a review of the 2021 PDR, it was 

discovered that the Pharmacist License filter did not include many pharmacist postings in a variety of 

categories where the need for a pharmacist license is assumed (e.g., Retail Pharmacist, Hospital 

Pharmacist). The decision was made to rerun all the available PDR data without the Pharmacist License 

filter.  All the PDR data is updated and should more accurately reflect the number of postings across all 

pharmacist categories.
